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On Motu Piti Aau, a narrow sandy islet on the lagoon's eastern edge, is the 100-room Le Meridien Bora Bora, with marvellous views of Mt Pahia. There are 

82 overwater bungalows with glass viewing panels and 18 beach bungalows. The lagoon here is shallow and concern for coral care means overwater bungalows 

don't have direct access to the water. But there's excellent snorkelling directly off the beach. A unique feature is Le Meriden's turtle sanctuary care centre.

The 120-suite Sheraton Bora Bora Nui Resort and Spa, designed by architect Pierre Lacombe, a long-time Tahiti resident, is on Motu Toopua on the opposite 

side of the lagoon to Le Meridien.

It boasts the biggest overwater bungalows in French Polynesia; its Horizon overwater bungalows measure 95 square metres and three Royal suites are each 

135 sq.metres. They sit above water deep enough to entice excited guests to leap straight off their private 

deck into the turquoise sea. 

French accents and style rule at Bora Bora Nui. The resort has a French GM and F&B manager and its 

25-strong kitchen brigade is led by a French executive chef. The Mandara Spais the only full spa on 

Bora Bora. It's housed in three hillside pavilions overlooking the resort.

The Bora Bora Pearl Beach Resort is on Motu Tevairoa, close to the single reef pass. This attractive 80-room

resort, open since 1988, has Bora Bora's largest fresh water swimming pool. There are 50 overwater

bungalows, all with glass-viewing panels, as well as 10 beach suites with jacuzzi and 20 garden suites 

with private plunge pools, a unique feature for a motu-based resort. There's a 40-seat cinema, floodlit 

tennis court and dive shop.
